Our community has shown remarkable support for RBARI over the past 
year, enabling us to make significant progress in our mission to save 
and care for vulnerable animals.

EXPANDED PARTNERSHIP PROGRAMS By 
increasing our work with strategic partners, including like-minded 
rescues, veterinary partners, networking contacts, and national 
organizations, RBARI has been able to save lives beyond the walls 
of our shelter. This includes supporting medical care for community 
animals.

VETERINARY CARE  Support from our community has 
enabled us to expand our veterinary care, providing more spay/- 
neuter surgeries and veterinary care to local animals in need than 
ever before. This includes providing low-cost spay/neuter surgeries 
to communities in need.  

TRAINING PROGRAMS We have enhanced our training 
programs, providing enrichment, training, and specialized behavior 
plans that help prepare our animals for successful adoption 
placements. This increases our rate of adoptions, thereby allowing 
us to help more animals. 

URGENT RESCUE CASES  Thanks to our community's 
support, RBARI was able to take on the highest number of urgent 
medical cases to date, allowing us to save the lives of the most 
vulnerable animals in our community.  

FOSTER HOMES By expanding our foster program, we have 
been able to save more lives and ensure that many animals benefit 
from the experience of a home environment while they wait for 
their forever home. This also allows our staff more time to focus on 
training and enrichment programs for the animals at our shelter.   

TRANSPORT PROGRAM Through our transportation 
program we are able to provide essential medical care to animals 
in our community. This includes the urgent transport of critical 
medical cases to 24/7 emergency hospitals, as well as weekly 
transport to our veterinarian’s office.
